Access information for the 

Holiday Inn Corby – Kettering A43

As part of the continual review of the services at the Holiday Inn Corby – Kettering A43 we would like to share with you some of the facilities we can offer.
Car parking

Our hotel has 250 dedicated complementary car parking spaces 4 specifically designated accessible spaces. The car park it's self is all on ground level with no ramps or steps.
Public areas

 Leading in to the hotel you pass through doors which open automatically and lead into the reception area which is situated on ground floor level. The restaurant and bar area leads directly from the reception and is fully accessible as well as the public toilets which include a fully accessible one. 
 
Bedrooms

We provide 105 bedrooms at the Holiday Inn Corby – Kettering A43 of which 9 are situated on the ground floor, the remainder are spread over two additional floors and are accessed via a lift which has spoken instructions. Once on each floor there are again no steps or ledges. All of our bedrooms are spacious and can be adapted to provide additional beds for carers or provide additional space for wheelchairs. All bedrooms are equipped with an ensuite bathroom which includes a bath with over head shower, sink and toilet. 

Two of our bedrooms are fully accessible with a third providing some accessible facilities. In addition we have 7 sets of interconnecting rooms which can support guests and their carers should they be required. Our accessible rooms feature emergency pull cords which alert our hotel team should any assistance be urgently required as well as vibrating alarms and lights for phone / fire activation.
 

For those guests who wish to relax we provide complementary use of our Triangle health and fitness club which boasts a fully equipped gymnasium offering everything you’ll need for a great workout. However if you prefer a more gentle form of exercise then our 15 metre pool complemented by our Jacuzzi , steam room and sauna may just be for you. To support our less able bodied guests we do provide a pool hoist (spectrum elkhorm) as well as a changing room suitable for a wheelchair and companion. 
Restaurant

Some of our menus are not available in large print or Braille however all staff are trained as part of their induction that if required they are to read the menu in full

Fire procedures
Here at the Holiday Inn Corby – Kettering A43 hotel we have clear evacuation procedures for any guests who may require assistance in the event of an evacuation. We know that you may have stayed in lots of hotels but we urge you to make yourself familiar with our procedures.

Any guests who may require assistance in the event of evacuation must make themselves known to reception on check-in at the hotel. Reception will then update our computer system which in turn during any evacuation will identify them as requiring assistance. Any guests who can evacuate without assistance should follow the evacuation procedures located on the back of the bedroom door.
Should you hear the fire alarm bells, please stay in your room until a member of our designated fire team contacts you. They will be sent immediately after the fire bells sound, please note we will do this in priority of rooms that are the closest to the activation point. 

The staff member will knock on the door and then enter using a fire card. We will then assist you either to a refuge point or directly outside. Please do not stop to collect personnel belongings however do take any medication with you.

Should the unlikely event that we are unable to get to you the fire authorities will be notified. 
In cases of manual evacuation down fire stairs you will be transferred into a lightweight evacuation chair and carried down the stairs and outside. When outside we will transfer you again into a chair for comfort, so we can re-use the chair to help others.
